Abstract

The Pacific Senior Secondary Certificate (PSSC) was implemented in seven countries, namely, Kiribati,
Nauru, Solomon Islands, Samoa, Tonga, Tuvalu, and Vanuatu from 1989 and abolished in 2013. Since then, the
examination in the Year12 (Form 6) have been implemented in each country. This article will discuss why the
PSSC was needed as a reginal examination and what kind of significance can be found in the regional function,
which is not a state-driven or a metropolitan examination. The author has previously studied the historical
changing of the secondary education certificate and the PSSC. This article will try to discuss further from the
viewpoints of international relation, educational system, and educational assessment and lead to a conclusion,

that is, the educational quality assurance as the significance of a reginal examination.
